Sister Petty was the wife of the former District Secretary-Treasurer, Reverend Gene
Petty. (Brother Petty also served as District Superintendent after his wife’s passing.)
Because of her dedicated service along with her passion in seeing young girls come to
know and love Jesus, a scholarship fund was established in her honor. Each year, at
least one college scholarship is given according to the funds available. It is expected
that the recipient would exemplify the qualities of Christ on any campus she chooses to
attend.

To be eligible for the scholarship, the applicant must meet the following criteria:

1. Must have received awards from at least one of the following achievements in
the Northern New England District: Honor Star, Friends Graduate, or Girl’s
Only Graduate.

2. Must be a high school senior or currently enrolled in college. (Girls may apply
each year while in college as long as she has not previously won this
scholarship.)

3. An application and all references must be postmarked by the May 15"
deadline.

The scholarship will be awarded based on the information supplied by the applicant, her
references, and the availability of funds. (Funding comes from the designated
contributions from private individuals, the local church and the fund itself.) The actual
money will be sent directly to the school by the District Coordinator upon receipt of a
letter from the college registrar stating that the recipient is registered for attendance at
the college.
